It is based on the components espagnolette, centre lock and coupling component developed specifically for this purpose. The latter enables circumferential hardware with a small locking cam distance to be realised. This especially provides a lasting increase in the impermeability of the window decisive for repelling floods. As a result, at the same time the system complies with the tests in accordance with ift Guideline FE-07/1 specified for each application case.

In addition, the hardware available for Tilt&Turn sashes made of timber and PVC also ensures permanent corrosion protection, which also plays an important role in the topic of “moisture”. The basis for this is the “RotoSil Nano” surface, which represents no ecological or sanitary health hazard and is standard equipment for all modules of the “NT” product range. By the way, the same also applies to the ten-year performance warranty.
